TIPS FOR STUDYING IN 30 DAYS 

Make sure you are exposing yourself to as much English language
content as you can, not just test-oriented readings: newspapers,
magazines- all help build reading speed. 

Subscribe to podcasts, news channels on Youtube or watch
documentaries. Write down the words and ideas you hear. The
better your general listening ability is, the easier it is to hear the
words and follow the ideas.

ADVICE FROM JAY & MARK

Understanding why the wrong answers were wrong is more
important than getting them right.

Sometimes students get very excited about getting the
answers correct but we want you to focus more on why the
wrong answers were wrong so that in the future, you get
them right.

One thing we do in our live classes on E2Language.com is
we really go through the answers and the teacher explains
why B is correct, and then also why A and C and D are wrong.
So it's very clear. 

It's a really good way to understand what's happening with
these tests because they are designed in a particular way,
and understanding why it is correct will help you answer
similar questions in the future.

You don't want to memorise anything. The questions that
you get on the test, you have no idea what they might be.
So if you prepare one template, and then you deliver that
on your test, the examiner is going to look at that and
think, nope, they have not answered the question, and
that is going to very severely affect your score.

A lot of students will get into trouble because they go off
topic during the test and that can have a huge impact on
your score. So focus first on organising your writing so
your ideas are clear and then you get feedback on your
grammar.
